Each passenger may check two pieces of luggage up to 70 pounds and 62 linear (length+width+height) inches each. Motorized assistance equipment
may not exceed 100 pounds in weight.

Luggage allowances may be combined per family, e.g. 4 checked items are allowed for a 2-passenger family (Pooling baggage). Passengers should
include their name and current address on or inside checked luggage. It is also advisable to place a copy of appropriate leave paperwork in checked

luggage.

Passengers are also permitted one, 45-linear inch, hand-carried item, e.g. small suitcase, garment bag, backpack. This item must fit under the seat or
in available overhead compartments in the cabin area.
